     The only time in the Bible that the Prayer of Faith  is men-

tioned is here in this verse. One may ask,  “What is the Prayer 

of Faith”?  How is it different from other prayers? To under-

stand this we must understand what Faith is.  “Faith is the sub-

stance of things hoped for, the evidence of things not seen”.  

Hebrews 11:1 But in simple layman’s terms,  “What is it”?  The 

Prayer of Faith is a prayer that has no doubt or unbelief con-

nected to it, in any way.  It is a prayer that is prayed by a person 

that is seasoned and sure of himself and his relationship with 

God.  This is why James speaks of Elders praying the Prayer of 

Faith.  Elders are persons seasoned in God, abiding in Christ, 

connected to Christ.  Jesus said, “If you abide in me and my 

words abide in you, you can ask what you will and it shall be 

done  unto you”.  St. John 15:7  The Prayer of Faith  is 

achieved through prayer by persons that are abiding in and 

knowing Christ, with NO doubting involved.  Many people pray, 

only hoping for results. But the Prayer of Faith is knowing that 

the substance we pray for will manifest.  This is an absolute, non

-doubting, non–wavering kind of Faith.
